        I.

Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 p.m, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Finance

3.2 Medical Director

There was a MAC meeting on November 17.  Paoli Hospital came out and gave a brief presentation on the trauma center status.

3.3 Commissioners

Director Atkins reported the 911 statistics.  Overall telephone, radio and EMD formal reviews are at or above 98%.

Re-Banding has been moving forward with discussions but may be approaching a dead end.  An agreement has been reached on the mobiles and portables.  Sprint keeps asking additional questions of EF Johnson on the infrastructure but EF Johnson has not answered.  The estimated project end date is still late spring 2013.
On November 16 the Advisory Group heard presentations from ACD Telecom, Black & Veatch/RCC, Blue Wing, and Kimbal Technology.  The recommendation for the replacement Radio System is at the Commissioners office now.  The planned start date is January 18, 2010 with a planned completion date of February 1, 2016.
Public Safety Training Facility
Land Update – 

The County is continuing with a two phased approach.  The East Fallowfield Township conditional use issue will be resolved by the end of the year either by agreement with the Board of Supervisors or by court order.  
The South Coatesville Borough deal is still being put together by a third party developer.  He needs to have an agreement by the end of the year.  If he can’t get an agreement, we may look to do a separate deal with AcelorMittal to buy land including the Research and Development Building.

The money that is committed is $17.8 million and in the works is $2.5 million.
We are still working on the 2010 grant application for the Southeastern Pennsylvania Regional Task Force.

3.4 Deputy Director

Deputy Director Steve Webb asked all the representatives how many H1N1 inoculations they think they would need for their staff.  We are still trying to inoculate more EMS providers.

The EMS Council is in the works of setting up a new website.  Hope to have that up and running after the first of the year.

The current EMT Class is getting ready to go through state testing.  Our next class has already begun enrolment.

Doug Hughes has offered many updates to all of the EMS services for those who have questions or would like more information on it.
